Positive Action

We are working closely with residents in relation to an increase in ASB calls to their area.  Future meetings have been set up with the aim to reduce ASB and make it a safer community for those that reside there.

A meeting was set up with Councillors and some young people from the Aberbargoed area.  It gave the young people opportunity to express their views on their local amenities and hopefully they will see a positive benefit with their requests. 





In other news..

CSOs have been working with the local council, South Wales Police and Trading Standards to reduce fly tipping on the common. This will be an ongoing monthly occurrence due to its success.


We have issued three section 59 warnings within Bargoed that were issued to drivers that were driving in an anti-social manner.  If stopped again their vehicle will be recovered at a financial loss to the individual. We have also seized a vehicle under section 59.

We have also issued one ASB referral and supported a local family with a Herbert Protocol for their loved one.
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
