PCSOs have upped their patrols and have 
delivered multiple antisocial behaviour referrals.  

• Seating in stand set alight at Bargoed Rugby and Football club. Offenders not identified at 
this time however regular patrols are being conducted in the area to prevent further 
offences.  

• Multiple containers broken into on Bowen Industrial Estate. Still under investigation by 
officer in case.  
 

 

Targeted Activity 

• Male arrested for stalking offences and taken to custody.  

• Male arrested in Aberbargoed by the CAT team for the sale and supply of class A drugs. Male 
sentenced at Cardiff Crown Court on the 8th of January.  

• Officer from our community action team is regularly out on foot patrol across the Bargoed 
wards as part of Gwent Polices effort to tackle antisocial behaviour and to keep our 
communities safe.  

• Op Atal was conducted on the 26th of January at Aberbargoed Fire Station where officers had 
a positive stop and search for drugs.

PCSO 527, 202 and 539 held a local bike marking event.  

A bike marking event run by the police is a community safety activity designed to deter bike theft 
and help recover stolen bikes.  

 

• Marked bikes are less attractive to thieves because they are harder to resell.  
• If a stolen bike is recovered, police can return it to their rightful owner much faster.
