Stop Search by our RPSO team. Subject located in possession of heroin. 
We have seen a slight  increase in ASB in around the retail park at Bargoed Town Centre.
Our Town Safe SPOC PCSO Bethan Harris is pulling an operation together to target this area so the team can identify those responsible and deal robustly and quickly to stem the issue.
Historically we had issues at Bargoed Morrison’s but had a positive impact through a robust POP plan and partnership working.
